Program Book Deadlines: In order to meet printing deadlines, all advertising and senior information must
be submitted no later than December 8, 2020. It is important to know that all pictures and artwork for

advertising must be submitted electronically, as well as the forms being turned in. The Ad forms explain

the process and requirements. It is mandatory that Market Animal Exhibitors sell ads for the program

book, but all exhibitors are encouraged to sell. See Rules and Regulations for selling requirements. The

Program Ad form is a 'triplicate' form and is provided to you at the first Weigh-In. Exhibitors needing extra

forms can pick them up at the Fair Office or the Box Office. All exhibitors are encouraged to sell ads.

Mega Passes and General Admission Tickets can be purchased on our website beginning late November.

The Mega Pass is a pre-event sale item only, and only on sale until February 24, 2021. The Season Pass

allows one entry per day, at a reduced cost. Each Exhibitor is provided one (1) parent pass (season pass),

with a maximum of two (2) per family. The request form and payment for additional Season Passes must

be received by the Fair Office no later than February 18, 2021.
